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Memo:  Important CRIMINAL Trial Advocacy Examination Information

One of the biggest concerns for our applicants is having to take another exam.    Many of you swore you would never take another exam after your bar exam, but now suddenly you will find yourself about to take another exam.  The information below we hope will answer your questions about our exam and address your concerns about this step of the certification process.





The exam is a six hour exam in which examinees are given hypothetical cases and fact patterns which contain a series of questions that require knowledge of Trial Practice, Evidence and Ethics.  The questions could be any combination of Essay, Short Essay and Multiple Choice.  The questions contained in the exam are geared to evaluate basic knowledge of the usual legal procedures, core substantive law and trial ability that is common to specialists in the area of criminal trial law.  This exam is not designed to be a bar or law school type of exam.





The exam may be taken at any time in the application process.  The exam is given twice a year.  The next exam dates available are: October 15, 2011, April 21, 2012 & October 13, 2012.  Registration material for an exam is sent two months prior to the exam date.   You will automatically receive registration material before every exam until you have actually taken and passed one (contingent upon file eligibility).  There is no need to contact our office if you cannot take a particular exam.
