An initial applicant for certification must show, during his or her career, substantial trial involvement in at least forty-five days of trial in the field for which certification is sought. (f) conducted cross exam of at least fifteen expert witnesses;

(h) presented at least four closing arguments;

(i)  conducted at least five voir dire jury examinations or (in courts which do not permit counsel to conduct voir dire) ten submissions of proposed       questions to the court or an acceptable combination of the two.
